Edmunds Well Wildlife Sanctuary:

EWWS (www.kidssanctuary.org ) is a non-profit wildlife sanctuary near Summer Lake. It provides over 560 acres
of wildlife habitat, including hundreds of acres of ponds filled with stocked trout and bass.

EWWS exists primarily as a refuge for birds on the pacific flyway. Viewing can be spectacular during migratory
season. It also provides an outdoor education experience for disadvantaged and troubled youth.

Charging no fee, EWWS hosts youth groups from all over Oregon. EWWS even provides meals and a place to stay
in the on -location Fin and Feather Lodge.

EWWS accomplishes all this through donations, paid fishing trips, and volunteer help from fishing clubs. Fishing
EWWS is as good a private lake/pond experience as you are likely to find anywhere. Over 1,000 new fish were
stocked last fall. Monster trout and bass are common. Spring and early summer is prime time for EWWS.

If you are interested having EWWSs to yourself for a full day of fishing, contact Carol Edmunds at 541 -388-
2290. Rates are $125 per rod per day. The Fin and Feather Lodge provides a clean and comfortable place to stay

at only $25 a night per person ($100 minimum). Also, Carol is looking for caretakers to stay at EWWS June -
September. Free housing and all the fishing and bird viewing you can handle.

Local guide and owner of The Hook Fly Shop and Cascade Guides and Outfitters
since 1995, Fred Foisett will share information about Diamond Lake, at the May 19 meeting of the Sun
River Anglers. The informal gathering begins at 6:30pm at the Sunriver Firehall meeting room. Recog-
nized as an accomplished tier, Fred will tie several of his favorite Diamond Lake patterns and answer
tying related questions as well.

Located approximately 80 miles south and west of Sunriver via Highway 97 and 138 it is an leisurely
hour and three quarters drive. Covering 2982 acres Diamond lake is a large enough lake that knowing
where to begin is a key for beginners. Fred will discuss areas to concentrate in as well as methods to
use in each area. The entomology of the lake as well as related patterns will be covered and samples of
flies will be provided for review. Timing can also be critical at this high elevation lake so come prepared
to learn about what to expect during the different seasons experienced at 5600 feet.

Even though Diamond lake opens on Saturday, April 23 ™, dondét get too excited

or later before the lake is totally accessible. Whenever it become fishable we all need to be grateful as
just a few years ago the lake was virtually void of trout as the non -native species, tui chub had com-
pletely taken over the lake. In 2006 the ODFW invested $5.6 million dollars in an eradication program
that destroyed and estimated 95 million chub. An aggressive stocking program and tremendous macro
invertebrate growth has led to a phenomenal recovery.

SRA Fishing Expedition to Monroe Reservoir:

Six Sunriver Anglers visited a private reservoir in April east of Terrebonne behind Grizzly Mountain. While the
weather was chilly, and water temperature a little low, we all caught sizeable fish, in general the smallest about 5
Ibs., going all the way up to 18 -20 Ibs. Monroe is a private reservoir charging $150 per fisherman per day. A cabin
is provided with a heater to get out of the cold if weather is a challenge.

Fish were caught on buggers, large leech patterns and chironomids. 6 weight rods are the minimum, and 2x lead-

ers with 3x tippets the norm. And you need a big net; even so it can be very difficult to land some of these large
triploid rainbows in a pontoon boat by yoursel f. Aindt
tures, the fishing can be very rewarding.

To fish Monroe, contact Glenn Fessler at (541) 475 -7362. In addition to Monroe (about 8 acres) Glenn will open

another reservoir of about 20 acres in May. Consider trying these private reservoirs in April, May, June and then
in the Fall.
